On July 25, 2011, Paul M. Russo, Director, SalisburyVAMC, accepted delivery of a new Ford Van donated by DAV Chapter 10. Jim Freeland, Transportation Coordinator, on behalf of DAV Chapter 10, presented the van to the medical center.  The van will be used to transport patients to the Charlotte CBOC.  

The DAV Transportation Network is the only way many Veterans are able to get to VA Medical facilities for needed treatment.  Across the nation, DAV Hospital Service Coordinators (HSCs) operate more than 198 active programs at VA Hospitals and outpatient clinics. The HSCs have recruited a corps of nearly 10,000 volunteer drivers whom they coordinate to provide approximately 750,000 rides annually and logging nearly 30 million miles each year.

Since the program began, DAV Departments and Chapters, together with the National Organization, provide millions of dollars annually to purchase new vans, all of which are donated to the VA for use in the transportation network.

DAV van drivers are volunteers and do not receive payment for the services they provide.
