Q. What burial benefits are available to the veteran and surviving spouse or
next of kin?

A. The Veteran (and spouse) are entitled to the following: a burial plot; opening
and closing of the gravesite; a government liner; headstone or marker with
inscription; interment flag; perpetual care of the gravesite; and a Presidential
Memorial Certificate.

*Funeral director services are not covered.
Q. Is it possible for a veteran to reserve a plot at a national cemetery?
A. No, reservations cannot be made with the National Cemetery Office.
Q. What can be done in preparation prior to a veteran’s death?

A. There is a VA Form 40-10007 that can be submitted along with Veteran’s
DD214 to the National Cemetery Scheduling Office via fax or mail. This form
simply verifies the Veteran’s eligibility to be buried at a national cemetery. If the
Veteran’s preferred choice of cemetery is full at time of Veteran’s demise, the
cemetery within the closest proximity is chosen.

Q. Is there any financial assistance for costs accrued through the funeral home?

A. There is a partial reimbursement that the next of kin can apply for using VA
Form 21P-530. This form is mailed to the Winston-Salem Regional Office.
